Programme for the mobility of teacher trainees and newly qualified teachers

The World - Language Programme, coordinated by Tempus Public Foundation, was launched by the Hungarian Ministry of Education in 2003 for improving language skills and competences at every level of language education.

The Hungarian Ministry of Education proposed to set up a programme with the cooperation of the partner countries’ Ministry of Education, in the framework of the World - Language Programme that would invite teacher trainees and newly qualified teachers of any vocational subject from the partner countries to spend part of their teaching practice at a Hungarian vocational school. 

Applicants
a) Teacher trainees and newly qualified teachers with a maximum of 5 years of teaching experience from the partner countries (teachers of any vocational subject other than languages) who are ready to spend their teaching practice  - or part of it - at a Hungarian vocational school.

b) Any Hungarian vocational training institution or mixed type secondary school. (In Hungary secondary schools are very often “mixed” institutions in a sense that they often have vocational and grammar school sections as well.)

Altogether 70 teacher trainees/ teachers can participate in the programme in the introductory year 2006.

Teacher trainees/teachers spend 2-5 months at the Hungarian institution, between the middle of January 2006 and end of June 2006. Schools taking part in the programme will provide suitable professional support for the teacher trainees/ teachers. Two teachers, a language teacher and a teacher of the ?a vocational subject will be appointed in each school to help the incoming teacher trainees/ teachers. The mentor teachers draw the teacher trainee in the everyday life of the school. Teacher trainees/teachers will also be given support to start their teaching practice: before starting the teaching practice 2 weeks are provided for the preparation for the term, finding accommodation, getting familiar with the curriculum, etc. Hungarian applicant schools provide the technical background for the reception of the teacher trainees/ teachers. The participation of those host schools will be given priority which can provide free or cheap accommodation and dining to the incoming teachers.

Aims and expected results

The general aim of the programme is the improvement of foreign language teaching and learning in secondary vocational education in Hungary, by supporting the teaching practice of teacher trainees/teachers at a Hungarian secondary vocational training institution. 

The expected results are the following:

For the teacher trainees / teachers :

· To gain teaching experience and exchange teaching ideas

· To improve teaching competence in vocational education

· To familiarise with the Hungarian education system and secondary vocational education

· To get acquainted with new teaching methods

· To have an insight into Hungarian culture and to present the applicant’s own culture

· To build partnerships for future international projects
For the host schools :

· To improve language teaching proficiency in Hungarian vocational training

· To incorporate new elements introduced by teacher trainees/ teachers into the education system

· To increase language competence of teachers of vocational subjects

· To get efficient help for completing tasks

· With the help of native teachers Hungarian learners have access to the most recent elements of the foreign language

· To build partnerships for future international projects
Results of projects (eg. materials used by the teacher trainees) will be accessible for any institution not participating in the programme.

Financial support

The programme for the mobility of teacher trainees and newly qualified teachers is financed by the Hungarian Vocational Training Committee.

Teacher trainees and newly qualified teachers will get financial support that covers the costs of their stay in Hungary:

Teacher trainees:  125 000 HUF (500 EUR / month)
Qualified teachers: 250 000 HUF (1000 EUR / month)
The amounts mentioned above correspond to a good standard of living in Hungary. (For more detailles about living costs in Hungary see : http://english.tpf.hu or Users’ Guide to Hungary.

. In case of non-native-speakers high level language competence is reqired in one of the foreign languages mentioned above. Applicants are supposed to deliver the vocational subject in a foreign language. The application form is available in English and German.

6. The application form bear the original signature of the applicant. In case of students a declaration (see page 9) is also needed to be filled in, signed and stamped by a person (normally the Head of the institution) legally authorised to sign on behalf of the applicant’s institution/organisation.
7. All questions of the form have to be answered and the form must not be changed.

8. The selection and matching of candidates with host schools will be done by TPF.
